READER: For those who have been recently bereaved  
  and are suffering the loss of a loved one, that the Lord may 
  be close to them and fill them with hope in the Resurrection.

READER: For our community, especially those sick or suffering in any way, 

that they will be strengthened by the knowledge of God’s love.   
(pause)

PRIEST: God of the Resurrection, 

you heard the prayer of Jesus your son 
and raised Lazarus from the dead; 
hear our prayers that we, too,  
may share in the new life you offer us. 

  We make this prayer through Christ our Lord. Amen 
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
